THE CONSERVATION COUNCIL OF SOUTH AUSTRALIA

The Conservation Council of South Australia is an umbrella organisation representing approximately  fifty-five environment  groups, whose main purpose is conservation and protection of the environment.  

The Conservation Council of South Australia

•
leads much of the conservation work in South Australia

•
has a membership of approx. 55 diverse environment groups

•
is the focal point in SA for campaigns against uranium mining, extinction of native species, mining in national parks, air/water pollution and other key issues

•
promotes wise development, green jobs, renewable energy, heritage protection and community participation in decision making.

The Conservation Council is a strictly non-party political, non-profit community organisation . The Council is funded via donations, fundraising and membership fees and government grants.  

The role of the Conservation Council is to facilitate representation on conservation and environmental issues to all three levels of government on behalf of  its member groups and other concerned members of the community.  The Council has a significant educative component as another major role and maintains  comprehensive conservation resources at its Conservation Centre, 157 Franklin St, Adelaide.

As the state’s peak environment body, the Council liaises with industry, government departments, unions, community organisations and all political parties in order to further protection of the environment. 

The full Council, made up of representatives of all member groups, meets quarterly to discuss environment policies and issues.  In addition, conservation groups meet weekly at the Conservation Centre to discuss current concerns.

MEMBERSHIP OF THE CONSERVATION COUNCIL IS OPEN TO BOTH ORGANISATIONS AND INDIVIDUALS.

Organisations can join the Conservation Council as:

i)
a member organisation

an associate organisation, or

iii) 
a “Friend* of the Conservation Council”.

Individuals can also join the Conservation Council as a “Friend* of the Conservation Council”.

*  Note:- If you or your organisation wishes  to join as a “Friend “ you do not need to complete this form, but should ask for  a separate “Friends” application form.

ELIGIBILITY
MEMBER ORGANISATION

To be eligible as a MEMBER ORGANISATION of the Conservation Council of South Australia your organisation needs to:

•
be not-for-profit;

•
be incorporated;

•
have a membership of at least 20 South Australian residents;

•
have objects and policies consistent with CCSA’s objects and methods (see section 7 of the attached CCSA Constitution)

Member organisations are  entitled to nominate:

•
3 voting representatives at Council if its membership exceeds 200 members


resident in South Australia

•
2 voting representatives at Council if its membership exceeds 100 members


resident in South Australia

•
1 voting representative at Council if its membership is less than 100 members


resident in South Australia.

ASSOCIATE ORGANISATION
To be eligible as an ASSOCIATE ORGANISATION of the Conservation Council of South Australia your organisation needs to :

•
be not-for-profit

•
have a membership of at least 20 South Australian residents

•
have objects or activities that include some aspect of conservation or environmental protection.

Associate  organisations, regardless of their size, are able to nominate a total of one

representative to Council.  This representative will be able to participate in discussion at

Council meetings but will not possess voting rights.
Note:
An organisation whose primary purpose is as a political party will not be 

eligible for affiliation as a Member or Associate organisation (refer to clause 7.2.4 of the 
Constitution).
FRIENDS
Any person or organisation is eligible for affiliation as a FRIEND OF THE 

CONSERVATION COUNCIL.  FRIENDS may attend and observe any Council

meeting and, upon the invitation of the Chair, participate in the debate.  Friends of the

Conservation Council do not possess voting rights.  

Application for membership as a FRIEND needs to be made on a separate “Friends” 

form, available from the Conservation Council.
